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Abstract

In the context of Foreign Language Teaching (FLT), the development of Intercultural Communicative
Competence (ICC) is essential for preparing students to navigate a diverse, interconnected world. This study
explores modern challenges and strategies related to intercultural communicative competence formation,
emphasizing the complexities posed by globalization, technological advancements, and the limited
institutional support for intercultural communicative competence integration. Despite widespread recognition
of intercultural communicative competence's importance, barriers such as inadequate teaching materials,
curriculum constraints, and cultural identity tensions hinder its effective implementation. The research
suggests that professional development, improved resources, and the strategic use of technology can
enhance intercultural communicative competence teaching practices. Ultimately, fostering a more adaptable
approach to intercultural communicative competence in foreign language teaching is crucial for cultivating
culturally competent and communicatively proficient learners.

The growing global interconnectivity of the 21st century has amplified the necessity
for people to communicate effectively across different cultures. Within the realm of foreign
language teaching, this demand has resulted in a broader emphasis on intercultural
communicative competence, which involves more than just traditional language skills, it
encompasses the capacity to engage constructively in varied cultural environments. This
concept builds on the earlier principles of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) from
the 1960s, which favored practical communication over memorizing grammar rules. ICC
highlights not just language ability but also cultural awareness, attitudes, and the skills
needed to manage interactions across cultures.

The advancement of ICC is essential for preparing language learners to participate
in meaningful conversations that honor cultural differences. M.S. Byram’s framework on
ICC further combines knowledge, abilities, and positive attitudes that allow individuals to
interpret and engage with other cultures effectively. However, in the swiftly changing global
environment today, there are ongoing challenges to incorporating ICC into FLT strategies.
These challenges include the impact of technology, the friction arising from globalization
and cultural identities, and the lack of institutional backing for developing ICC
competencies [1].

This research aims to investigate contemporary challenges related to ICC
development within FLT, looking closely at the obstacles teachers encounter and the
methods they use to promote intercultural comprehension. Through examining educators’
views and teaching practices, the study intends to offer insights on how educational
systems can enhance support for cultivating ICC, thereby ensuring that students are
prepared to navigate a multicultural environment with both cultural awareness and
communication skills.

With the introduction of the CLT approach in the 1960s, the idea of communicative
competence (CC) was brought to light, focusing on enhancing learners' skills to
communicate effectively beyond mere grammar education. S.J. Savignon characterized
communicative competence as the capacity for meaningful interaction in a language,
contrasting it with memorized dialogues or isolated grammar assessments [2]. Over the
years, various interpretations of CC have surfaced, including B.H. Spitzberg perspective,
which sees competence as the ability to engage effectively with others through both
spoken and nonverbal means [3]. D.H. Hymes broadened this concept by emphasizing
context's role, asserting that communicative competence entails knowing when and how to
appropriately use language in different scenarios [4].

J.C. Richards pinpointed four primary elements of communicative competence: the
capability to utilize language for diverse purposes, modify language according to the
context and the person involved, create and understand various text types, and sustain a
conversation even when knowledge gaps exist. This emphasis on language as a social
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and cultural tool positions communicative competence as crucial for effectively managing
diverse interactions in language acquisition [5].

A.N. Chomsky’s concept of linguistic competence, which concentrated on the ability
to grasp and formulate grammatically correct sentences, was challenged by D.H. Hymes,
who highlighted the social aspects of language usage [4].

M. Canale and M. Swain built upon this by defining communicative competence as
a blend of grammatical understanding, social language roles, and discourse principles,
providing a theoretical base for CLT in second language instruction [6].

M. Canale further honed this model by outlining four vital elements of
communicative competence:

— grammatical competence (the skill to understand and apply grammatical rules and
sentence structures to express meaning correctly);

— sociolinguistic competence (the ability to use sociocultural standards and norms to
ensure suitable language use in various social situations);

— discourse competence (the know—how to arrange and connect ideas within
different kinds of discourse for coherence and unity);

— strategic competence (the use of verbal and non—verbal techniques to bridge
communication gaps and compensate for limitations in language knowledge) [6].

ICC has become a vital element in language education, broadening the traditional
idea of communicative competence to encompass intercultural awareness. L. Sercu and
Q. Wen claimed that while CLT centers on language skills within a single cultural context,
ICC focuses on the ability to engage with people from various cultural backgrounds [7],[8].
S.J. Savignon highlighted that traditional CLT usually teaches about foreign cultures
without prompting comparisons to students' own cultures, whereas an intercultural method
encourages cultural understanding through comparing different cultures [2]. M.S. Byram
introduced a significant framework for ICC, detailing five essential elements:

— Intercultural attitudes (savoir étre): An openness, inquisitiveness, and respect
towards other cultures.

— Knowledge (savoirs): A comprehension of social groups, cultural customs, and
interaction norms.

— Skills of interpreting and relating (savoir comprendre): The capability to analyze
cultural manifestations and connect them to one's own cultural background.

— Skills of discovery and interaction (savoir apprendre/faire): The ability to gain new
cultural knowledge and implement it during real-time exchanges.

— Critical cultural awareness (savoir s’engager): The skill to assess cultural
viewpoints critically and mediate among different cultural perspectives [1].

D.K. Deardorff enhanced the understanding of ICC by stressing its progressive
nature as well as the significance of self—reflection, critical thinking, and flexibility [9]. She
pinpointed attitude as essential to ICC, affecting all facets of its growth. Recent studies
have investigated the incorporation of ICC into online language learning, focusing on how
online interaction platforms and virtual exchanges can improve students’ intercultural
competencies.

In the contemporary era, advancements in technology, globalization, and digital
interactions provide both advantages and challenges for ICC enhancement in FLT. The
use of online educational resources, Al-powered language learning tools, and virtual
exchange initiatives has reshaped the field of language education [10]. However, studies
recognize several obstacles:

— Digital communication and ICC:. While online platforms enable intercultural
dialogue, they may also reinforce stereotypes or lead to misunderstandings stemming from
the absence of nonverbal signals.
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— Al and automation in language education: Tools such as chatbots and automated
translation may improve language skills, but they often lack cultural subtleties, potentially
impeding ICC development.

This research employed a quantitative survey approach to investigate contemporary
challenges related to the development of intercultural communicative competence within
foreign language instruction. The primary aim of the study was to identify the difficulties
encountered by language students in cultivating intercultural communicative competence
and to evaluate the methods used in their foreign language classes to tackle these
difficulties. The research included 40 participants from Al-Farabi Kazakh National
University, comprising 15 third—year undergraduate students, 15 graduate students, and
10 postgraduate students, all of whom were registered in various foreign language
programs.

Information was gathered using a systematic online questionnaire that included five
main questions focused on exploring the difficulties, approaches, and effectiveness of
existing techniques for developing intercultural communication skills in foreign language
teaching. The questionnaire was shared through SurveyMonkey and various social media
channels, allowing respondents to answer anonymously.

Question 1: The findings show that intercultural communicative competence is
somewhat included in foreign language programs, but there is still room for enhancement.
Among the participants, 30% stated that ICC is entirely incorporated into their classes,
whereas 45% believed it is somewhat included. Nevertheless, 20% mentioned that ICC is
barely integrated, and 5% thought that ICC is not included at all. These findings imply that
although a considerable number of students acknowledge attempts to incorporate ICC into
their language classes, it is not uniformly adopted in every program.

Question 2: The survey revealed several major obstacles in fostering intercultural
communicative competence. The most prominent issue, highlighted by 30% of
participants, was linguistic barriers that hinder involvement in intercultural exchanges.
This issue underscores the challenges faced by students in engaging fully in intercultural
communication due to restrictions related to language.

A quarter of the students, 25%, indicated that insufficient exposure to genuine
intercultural communication was a significant obstacle, stressing the importance of real—
life interactions with people from various cultural backgrounds to enhance students' ICC.
Likewise, another 25% of participants noted that learning from foreigh educators posed
a challenge, implying that differing teaching methodologies and cultural contexts of these
instructors might lead to misunderstandings regarding the cultural subtleties of the target
language.
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Moreover, 15% of students acknowledged that the curriculum's limited inclusion
of intercultural themes presented a challenge, pointing out that an emphasis on
language skills often overshadows the significance of cultural education. Lastly, 5% of
those surveyed brought up the lack of support from educational institutions, citing a
scarcity of exchange opportunities and cultural activities, which limits students' chances to
participate in cross—cultural experiences.

Question 3: When participants were questioned about the frequency of cultural
discussions or activities within their language classes, a large portion reported that these
events happen rarely. In particular, 38% of students indicated that they engage in
intercultural conversations on an uncommon basis, while 15% stated these activities never
take place. Only 8% of respondents claimed that such activities happen very often, and
39% reported they sometimes occur. This indicates that although some students may
occasionally encounter intercultural topics, it does not serve as a consistent element in
their language education.

Question 4: In terms of methods and materials seen as effective for enhancing
ICC, engagement with native speakers, whether in—person or online, emerged as the
preferred choice, selected by 30% of participants. This highlights the importance of
authentic interaction in promoting cultural knowledge and skills.

The second most popular choice involved the application of case studies and
practical intercultural situations, favored by 25% of learners. This indicates that
students value practical, real-world examples in understanding cultural nuances. Other
notable approaches included the use of digital platforms and social media (20%),
literature, films, and cultural texts (15%), as well as international exchange
experiences (10%). These findings emphasize the array of tools that learners view as
helpful for expanding their intercultural awareness.

Question 5: Open—-ended feedback offered further perspectives into students'
recommendations for enhancing ICC growth within foreign language instruction. The most
frequently mentioned suggestions were:

— Increased collaboration with global students and native speakers to provide
genuine intercultural experiences.

— Greater incorporation of technology, like virtual exchange initiatives, to allow
students to connect with various cultures despite physical barriers.

— Enhanced integration of cultural studies within language programs, ensuring
cultural awareness is recognized as a fundamental aspect of language education.

— Support from educational institutions for cultural events and study—abroad
programs, enabling students to immerse themselves in different cultures and acquire
firsthand experiences.

The answers were examined through descriptive statistics to determine the
occurrences and proportions for every closed—ended question. For the answers given
freely, a thematic analysis was conducted to uncover common themes and significant
recommendations from the participants concerning the enhancement of intercultural
communicative competence development.

The research guaranteed that involvement was optional and that all responses
would stay private. Participants were made aware that their information would be utilized
solely for scholarly research, and no identifiable personal data was gathered. The research
followed ethical guidelines by safeguarding the confidentiality of respondents and ensuring
that the results would be utilized in a responsible manner.

The findings suggest that there is some incorporation of intercultural communication
skills within the foreign language curriculum, however, significant shortcomings persist.
These deficiencies largely stem from insufficient opportunities for genuine intercultural
interaction and a lack of support from institutions. Many students' limited encounters with
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authentic intercultural communication underline the necessity for increased chances for
them to connect with people from various cultural backgrounds through exchange
initiatives, collaborative endeavors, or online platforms.

Furthermore, the results highlight the necessity for changes in the curriculum that
would give priority to incorporating intercultural subjects along with language education.
The difficulties associated with language differences also underline the need to equip
students with more resources to navigate communication obstacles in varied cultural
settings. Additionally, the critical importance of real interactions with native speakers and
actual intercultural experiences emphasizes the value of experiential learning in fostering
intercultural communication skills.

The experience of being instructed by teachers from abroad brings an additional
viewpoint to the discussion. While time spent with foreign educators can be beneficial,
differing teaching methods and cultural communication styles might impede the growth of
intercultural communication skills if not sufficiently addressed. This suggests that
educators, regardless of their country of origin, may require enhanced training in
intercultural communication to build stronger relationships with their students.

Even though learners recognize the importance of skills in intercultural
communication, their integration into language instruction is still unfolding. Addressing the
mentioned challenges and implementing the suggested improvements could enhance the
development of these abilities and equip students more effectively for a world that is
becoming more interconnected.
