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Abstract

This article examines the role of competence-based learning in higher education,
emphasizing the integration of knowledge, skills and attitudes into authentic
professional practice. Drawing on the legacy of U. Sultangazin and contemporary
educational theory, it argues that modern universities must function as learning
communities, fostering collaboration, reflection and engagement with professional
environments. Examples of university-industry partnerships illustrate how students
develop competencies through real-world projects, internships and mentoring, while
educators adopt facilitative and mentoring roles. The article also considers implications
for curriculum design, academic staff development and institutional policy, highlighting
the necessity of flexible, innovative and responsive learning organizations. By
positioning competence at the centre of education, higher education institutions can
prepare professionals equipped to navigate the complexity and uncertainty of the
twenty-first century.

This article is an outcome of a scientific conference dedicated to the
legacy of U. Sultangazin, an outstanding Kazakh mathematician whose
intellectual contribution extends beyond his scientific achievements to a
profound reflection on the social role of scholars. Sultangazin once
emphasized that every country should value its scientists and academics,
as they work for the good of humanity and for the benefit of their nation.
This idea forms the ethical and conceptual foundation of the present
contribution.

In this spirit, the article aims to contribute to the discussion on the
development of academic professionals, with particular attention to
university teachers. In contemporary societies marked by rapid
technological, social and epistemic change, higher education institutions
are increasingly expected not only to transmit knowledge but also to
cultivate competencies, values, and dispositions that enable individuals to
respond responsibly to complex real-world challenges. University educators
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play a crucial role in this process, as they shape learning environments,
academic cultures and future professional communities. The philosophical
grounding of this approach can be traced back to classical epistemology.
As Immanuel Kant famously stated, “It is beyond a doubt that all our
knowledge begins with experience.” This insight remains highly relevant for
modern educational theory and practice. Learning is not merely the
accumulation of abstract knowledge but a dynamic process rooted in
experience, reflection and application. For higher education, this implies a
shift from content-cantered teaching towards approaches that emphasize
learning through experience, action and meaningful engagement.

Against this backdrop, the present article explores competence-based
learning (CBL) as a conceptual and practical framework capable of
addressing current challenges in higher education. CBL aligns with the idea
that education should support the holistic development of learners and
educators alike, integrating knowledge, skills, attitudes, and ethical
responsibility. By focusing on competencies rather than solely on content
delivery, universities can better fulfil their mission as institutions that serve
both society and the advancement of human potential. The following
sections build on these premises and systematically examine how
competence-based learning reshapes the understanding of teaching,
learning and institutional culture. Drawing on conference discussions,
contemporary educational research and practical examples, the article
seeks to engage both academic experts and a broader readership
interested in the future of higher education.

Contemporary society is characterized by an unprecedented pace of
change, in which knowledge rapidly becomes obsolete. In such a context,
the value of education is no longer determined solely by the amount of
information acquired. Moreover, the requirement for the ability to apply
knowledge meaningfully and effectively in diverse situations increases.
What has become essential is not only what individuals know but how they
are able to use, transfer, and transform that knowledge in practice. The
growing complexity and unpredictability of professional and social
environments require individuals who are capable of adapting to change,
collaborating  across  disciplinary and institutional  boundaries,
communicating effectively and addressing complex issues that rarely have
clear or singular solutions. These demands highlight the limitations of
traditional content-focused educational models and underscore the need
for an educational paradigm that extends beyond knowledge transmission.
Education must therefore invest in the development of competencies that
enable individuals to function successfully in uncertain, dynamic, and
rapidly evolving contexts.

Professional competence in the twenty-first century encompasses far
more than technical expertise. Increasing importance is attributed to
relational and communicative competencies, the ability to work effectively in
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teams and advanced forms of critical, systemic and reflective thinking.
Equally essential are digital literacy and the capacity for continuous
learning, as technological innovation and shifting professional requirements
necessitate ongoing skill renewal. Furthermore, intercultural and
multilingual awareness has become a key component of professional
effectiveness in increasingly globalized and culturally diverse environments.
Together, these competencies support individuals in navigating complexity,
fostering collaboration and responding constructively to change, thereby
enhancing both individual performance and collective outcomes.

A contemporary university can no longer be understood solely as an
institutional space in which teachers transmit knowledge and students
passively receive it. Instead, it increasingly functions as a learning
community in which learning is a shared and continuous process involving
students, educators and practitioners alike. Within such a framework,
traditional hierarchical structures give way to partnership-based
relationships so that one-directional transmission of knowledge is replaced
by collaboration and co-construction of meaning. The role of the educator is
consequently redefined: rather than acting primarily as an authority figure,
the educator assumes the function of mentor and facilitator, guiding
learning processes, supporting critical reflection and creating opportunities
for authentic engagement with real-world contexts.

Competence-based learning represents a pedagogical approach that
integrates knowledge, skills and attitudes into meaningful professional
action. Its emphasis lies on authenticity, practical application and problem
solving, thereby aligning learning activities with the demands of real
professional environments. This approach is particularly well suited to adult
learners and working professionals, as it acknowledges their prior
experience, autonomy and context-specific needs. By shifting the focus
from teaching to learning and from content accumulation to capability
development, competence-based learning promotes deeper engagement
and more sustainable learning outcomes. The development of
competencies requires instructional methods that actively involve learners
in the learning process and encourage collaboration and reflection.
Educational strategies such as project-based and problem-based learning,
peer learning, and micro-learning formats have proven especially effective
in this regard. These methods enable learners to engage with complex
tasks, learn from one another and integrate learning into professional
practice. Reflective tools, including learning journals, portfolios, or
mentoring relationships play a critical role in connecting experience with
conceptual understanding. Through reflection, learners develop not only
practical skills but also confidence, self-awareness and a strong sense of
professional identity.

To translate competence-based learning from theory into educational
practice, competences must be positioned at the core of curriculum design,
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teaching strategies and assessment processes. This requires a deliberate
shift from content-driven frameworks toward learning outcomes that reflect
the integrated application of knowledge, skills and professional attitudes.
Equally important is the systematic strengthening of cooperation between
higher education institutions and professional practice, enabling learning to
be grounded in authentic contexts and real-world challenges. Learning
environments should also be intentionally designed to promote creativity,
experimentation and reflective inquiry, allowing learners to test ideas, learn
from failure and therefore develop adaptive problem-solving strategies.
Such environments support not only cognitive development but also
professional confidence and ethical responsibility. At the institutional level,
this transformation necessitates that universities themselves evolve into
learning organizations and become structures that are flexible, responsive
to societal change and moreover, open to continuous innovation.
Institutions that embrace reflective practice, collaborative cultures and
evidence-informed decision-making are better positioned to support
meaningful learning and professional growth. Only under these conditions
can higher education effectively contribute to the development of
professionals equipped to meet the complex demands of the twenty-first
century.

An illustrative example can be found in the expanding collaborative
initiatives of Comenius University in Bratislava, Slovakia. It has established
partnerships with schools, public institutions and private-sector
organizations in order to span a wide range of professional domains,
including the automotive industry, construction, water management,
agriculture, environmental science, law, healthcare, education, information
technology. Within these collaborative frameworks, students engage in
applied research and develop bachelor’s and master’s theses on topics
negotiated in consultation with industry and professional experts. Such
arrangements enable students to address authentic problems rooted in real
societal and organizational needs. Learning within these partnerships
extends beyond traditional academic supervision. Students consult not only
with university faculty but also with practitioners from relevant fields,
participate in field visits and contribute to the design of practical solutions.
This model of shared responsibility for learning fosters deeper professional
understanding and enhances the relevance of academic work. The
observed outcomes suggest that sustained cooperation between higher
education institutions and professional environments significantly
strengthens professional preparation and supports the development of
competencies aligned with real-world demands.

The analysis presented in this article highlights that competence-based
learning is not merely a pedagogical trend but a necessary response to the
evolving demands of twenty-first-century professional and societal contexts.
By centring education on the development of competencies, integrating
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authentic practice and fostering reflective and collaborative learning
environments, universities can better prepare students for complex,
dynamic, and interdisciplinary challenges. These insights carry several
implications for higher education policy and practice. At the curriculum
level, programs are desired to be redesigned to prioritize outcome-oriented
learning, integrate project- and problem-based experiences and provide
opportunities for sustained engagement with professional environments.
For academic staff development, educators must be supported in
adopting facilitative and mentoring roles, developing digital and intercultural
competencies and embracing reflective practices that enhance both
teaching and learning. At the institutional and policy level, universities
are expected to cultivate partnerships with industry, public institutions and
communities and embrace flexible, innovation-oriented structures that allow
continuous adaptation to societal needs.

In conclusion, the transformation towards competence-based, practice-
integrated learning represents a strategic investment in the professional,
ethical and adaptive capacities of both students and educators. Higher
education institutions that embrace this approach are not only enhancing
the quality and relevance of learning but also fulfilling their broader mission
of contributing to social, economic, and scientific advancement. The article
attempts to highlight that the future of education extends beyond the
acquisition of knowledge. It involves cultivating curiosity, active
engagement and a deep awareness of the world. Education should foster
care for oneself, for others, as well as for the environment, including
animals and nature. It should also promote balance between work and rest,
encourage time for reflection and personal growth and support the
development of individual talents through consistent, creative practice.
