Modernization of education results in overall changing of the content of subjects to be taught turning into participant and competence-based one. The given manual is aimed at forming readiness of future teachers for upbringing activity in modern schools. 
The readiness is comprised by theoretical and practical aspects and leads to effective collaboration in the system of ‘student-teacher-pupil’.  
Upbringing activity cannot be parted from participation. Students are to be ready to handle with difficulties in reality that can occur while their training in HEIs (including factors from inside and outside of the educational process). 
This manual presents the attempt of authors to illustrate basic factors influencing the participative readiness of future teachers for upbringing activity based on collaboration. 
Upbringing activity was and is still the object of research of modern scientists (A.F. Daiker, A.Yu. Romanenko, D.V. Shalimova, V.L. Strokina, T.M. Tolkacheva, etc.). The issue on the forming of readiness for upbringing activity has been recently raised in modern foreign researches. 
But foreign representation of the term ‘upbringing activity’ is connected with social work (Mario Jacomino, Jo Ann M. Bamdas, Kathryn Keller, Elwood Hamlin, Michele Hawkins, Shirley Gordon, Joseph G. Ouslander) or  social activity (Lee-Fay Low, Jessica Rose Baker, Fleur Harrison, Yun-Hee Jeon, Maggie Haertsch, Cameron Camp, Margaret Skropeta). 
The term ‘upbringing’ has been mainly used by post-soviet researchers and is associated with the more specific aspect of social work that was used to be mentioned in researches abroad. 
Thus, the manual is dedicated to the problem of upbringing activity and the ways of assistance to future teachers in the field of upbringing in schools. 
Theoretical module deals with key moments in the theory of upbringing and is presented in graphical form so that the process of acquiring the information could be sufficient.
Practical module is comprised by practical assignments aimed at developing skills of planning, organizing and diagnosing of upbringing activity in modern schools. 
Appendix contains extra tasks for consolidating knowledge of students, as well as the content list of the items included into the Folder on Upbringing Activity.  
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Theoretical aspects of upbringing activity are comprised by three main Modules (Methodological base of the upbringing process, Facilitating the upbringing process and Technological base of the upbringing process). What is ideal upbringing?
In an ideal childhood, we would have been nurtured by the presence of a person who was completely aware of us, who took us seriously, who admired and followed us.
Life has proceeded, of course, on a less than ideal basis for generation after generation. A man who was beaten by his father as a teenager, who intends to beat his own children, is proposing that is it good to break a child’s spirit.
Without a qualm, he feels it necessary for a child to live in fear of severe punishment. The word “respect” for him basically means “terror.” This sort of untruth gets passed on because one generation fails to solve the problem of the false self and then has no choice but to pass the problem on.
Broken spirits do not see anything wrong in breaking the spirits of their children.
The ideal parent would serve as a sensitive extension of the child’s psyche. As father and mother mirrored the child’s feelings, he would see the reflection coming back to him, and conforming to it, he would be shaped by both his own psyche and theirs.
A cry of rage would meet, for example, with an understanding look that said, “I know why you are angry,” and dissolve. It is our checked feelings, the ones that our parents labeled “bad” in their eyes, that cause so much hidden conflict later.
Without this sensitive, loving interaction, which must begin from birth, we walk through the rest of our lives wounded, unable to accept ourselves but never fully knowing why.
The image of “dying to your father and mother,” does not mean running away or turning your back on them. Rather, it means taking on their role yourself, developing inside your own heart the give-and-take of awareness that fashions a complete person out of the raw material of existence.

“Purposeful, systematic shaping of a personality in preparation for active participation in public, productive, and cultural life” (upbringing, Encyclopedia)  has been the core issue for many centuries at a row. 
This manual has shaped the key points in training future teachers applied to the sphere of real school life. As a result of the use of such manual the student will be able to master knowledge in the sphere of the upbringing activity. Practical readiness of the student will be successfully achieved by systematic monitoring on the process of peer organizing, planning and analyzing various upbringing events (class hours, games, role plays, trainings, guest show, etc.) including solution of pedagogical situations, cases. 
Upbringing activity as a way of personality forming cannot be parted form education. Thus, as Ekanem and Ekefre (Ekanem and Ekefre, 2013) state “… education remains the best and basic means of transmitting and perpetuating culture for general development and technological advancement”.  
The given manual can be useful not only for the students of polylingual groups, but also for all subjects of education who are willing to enrich their knowledge in the sphere of upbringing. 
The issues of this topic applied to modern education can be formulated as follows:
1) The absence of direct alternative of the word “upbringing” in foreign pedagogy with all the meaning in local pedagogy enclosed;
2) Contradictions between the existing requirements applied to future teachers in the sphere of upbringing activity and the level of practical readiness for such pedagogical phenomenon.
