In order to properly raise a child, the family must
be in close contact with society. The scientist and educator Grebennikov divided the
functions of the family into 5 groups: generational, economic, educational, communication,
and leisure activities. Therefore, if parents in the family can combine these qualities as
much as possible and organize them well, and if they are pedagogically educated and
aware of psychological methods, the situation in the family will be special.

The family has been a means of raising a person for centuries. Therefore, it is the
best social environment for a person. The family is the keeper of certain traditions, positive
values, and heritage. There the child first gets acquainted with the path of life, masters
moral norms. Therefore, family life is the basis for the growth of an individual as a human
being.

The family is an ally of the school in educational and educational work. He
understands very well the need for close contact with the school in the field of child
education. After all, the effectiveness of child education in the family and at school is
based on such cooperation. Family education is a part of public education, the duty of
parents to the state. The school takes care of improving the content of educational work,
forms parents, the entire community. There are several forms of cooperation between the
school and the family.

The main form of communication between the school and the family is a parent—
teacher meeting. Many issues are discussed there, for example, everyday life, vacation,
students' free time, professional orientation, etc., and ways of their further improvement
are considered. One of the main forms of communication is teachers visiting students'
homes. The purpose: to get acquainted with the student's life, to talk with parents about
education and upbringing, to exchange opinions.

There is no doubt that one of the most effective educational work at school lies in
the joint actions of parents and the school. The class teacher plays a key role in
implementing cooperation between the school and the family. The most important task of
the interaction between the teacher and parents is to improve their psychological and
pedagogical knowledge. In solving these problems, various effective methods and
technologies for mastering the curriculum are used, as well as the use of interactive
boards, that is, information technologies, when holding non—traditional parent meetings, as
a tool for parents, not only increases parental interest, but also promotes personal
knowledge and strengthening relationships [1].

The influence of parents on the formation of an individual in the educational process
depends on their general pedagogical culture. The main goal of the school, family, the
general population and the state is to educate children and young people in accordance
with the requirements of modern times, to prepare them to find their place in life.

Today: «Educating a citizen of Kazakhstan who is in line with the market economy,
has a high sense of national consciousness, a high level of spiritual thinking, is the task of
parents and schools. Only when teachers develop a systematic plan, consult with their
students and work together with parents, great results can be achieved. The most
important thing is that every teacher in the school should organize his/her educational
work scientifically, know his/her students well, and be in close contact with parents. In this
regard, it is necessary to take into account the strengths and weaknesses of the students
in the class, conduct comparisons and analyze their results. | constantly monitor the
educational levels of my students. While taking the questionnaires «General information
about the family», «Parents and children», «What is friendship?», | was able to study the
social situation of the family, the educational opportunities of the family, and determine the
environment of the students according to the third questionnaire.

In addition, | started a «Classroom Control Diary» and recorded the work of the
mother, child, and teacher in it. Thus, we raise students in the class who love their country,
strictly observe school discipline, respect their elders, and show respect to their younger
siblings.

If we want the next generation to be good children, it is better to start correcting the
child’s personality from the womb. Our wise people did not say for nothing, «Those who
have not seen a shepherd in their youth will not be able to look after them when they grow
up.» It was not for nothing that the elders, who considered their offspring to be the
treasure of their lives, said to God, «God, give you children, and if you give them children,
give them respect.» That is, the main goal of the family and school is to educate today’s
young generation in accordance with the requirements of the times, which is the ability to
show respect for elders and respect for younger siblings.

Therefore, in the education of children on the basis of cooperation between family
and school education, it is necessary to form the following qualities in them: the ability to
quickly communicate with people, the ability to show sympathy, the ability to understand
other people, moral values, mental literacy, self—control, the ability to be patient, and
business acumen. The teacher develops the abilities of each student in more detail,
organizes the life of children correctly, and educates them to reveal their talents given by
nature. In any century, educational issues have never been ignored. «Child education is
an important task of the state,»— Plato himself probably said it for a reason.
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It is known that raising an educated, competent, well-mannered, rational, well—
rounded individual is an important task of the state, school and family. Therefore, we must
all participate in providing conscious education and quality education, thinking about the
future today. V.G. Belinsky said: «Education is a great cause, through education the fate
of a person is decided,» D.l. Mendeleev said: «Education without education is like a sword
in the hands of a madman.» And Comenius expressed the opinion that «Neglect of
education is the destruction of people, family, state and the whole world.» Our goal is to
educate our students as comprehensively as possible. We are deeply saddened by the
weakening of the education of the younger generation, who will hold the reins of the
country, pave the way for its future and prospects. «If you want to be a country, repair your
cradle,» our great writer M. Auezov probably said not for nothing. Perhaps because we do
not have a cradle to correct today, we are ashamed of boys and ashamed of girls. We are
falling behind in showing respect to the elderly and showing respect to the younger.
Today's young parents are leaving the upbringing of their children to kindergartens and
schools, and they themselves are living in a state of innocence and purity. Only parents
are responsible for the terrible events in the history of the country, such as the «Blue
Whale», «4.20 ayat», etc., being embedded in the minds of children [2].

If a child does not swing in a willow cradle in infancy, if he does not hear the voice
of his mother like a feather in his ear, what spiritual value do we expect from the youth? If
he does not hear a fairy tale from his father or mother that begins with «early, early,
early...» at an early age, it would be a shame to expect humility and kindness from that
child. Every child should grow up feeling the warmth of his mother's warm hand and
seeing the love of his father. Even if the whole family does not say a kind word to their
child in the evening, we will certainly raise a generation of stone brothers. Have we
undermined the education of our children by paying for expensive phones in the name of
the times? | am afraid. Instead of being addicted to unnecessary cheap talk, let's take care
of our youth and children, who are the future of our people and country, as much as we
can.

It seems that our national values, which are inherent in the Kazakh nation, are
gradually disappearing. One example of this is that | try to provide spiritual education
during lectures using our native art of eloquence.

as the orator Baidaly said, let's not burn our core with regret. «It is much easier to
find a way that does not hurt than to seek a cure.» Aren't the sons and daughters of every
family, like a braid, our future, who will take the reins of the country's future? Their
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upbringing, culture, and literacy are the responsibility of the older generation. «Whatever
you see in the nest, you will hang on the fly,» don't they say, wise people. Let's pay
attention to the upbringing of the next generation, both you and us. Let's not scare each
other with the actions of crazy people who are involved in social networks. Let's not forget
that all the warmth for this comes from the family!!!

The importance and features of extracurricular activities

Extracurricular activities are the organization of various activities of the teacher with
students outside the classroom, creating the necessary conditions for the socialization of
the child's personality. Extracurricular activities are various educational and teaching
activities that are not included in the curriculum and are conducted by the school outside
the school schedule.

The concept of extracurricular work is broad and ambiguous, it includes classes that
are different in content, function, methodology, management methods and forms. For
example, such events as a meeting of a subject group, extracurricular reading, school
holidays and evenings are considered extracurricular work. In some cases (groups,
extracurricular reading), it is managed by a teacher, in other cases (organization of leisure
time, entertainment events) it is managed by students on the basis of sel-management.
In this regard, there is a need to differentiate the concept of «extracurricular work», for
which the terms «extracurricular work» and «extracurricular work» are used in pedagogical
literature and practice. Extracurricular work is adjacent to the educational process in terms
of its purpose, content and methods, is its continuation outside the classroom and does
not always occur voluntarily. The teacher plays a decisive role in its planning and
organization. An example of this is the work of a subject teacher to expand and deepen
the knowledge gained from the program material with capable students and correct the
knowledge of poorly educated students. Extracurricular work is a set of various activities
that are carried out outside the classroom, often on the basis of active and self—
management in the student team, thanks to the guiding role of teachers and class
teachers. Extracurricular work is a set of various activities that have the ability to have a
wide positive impact on students and are independently carried out by the teacher in the
educational and methodological field, in connection with the work in the classroom.

Extracurricular work, which is an integral part of the educational work of the schoal,
is aimed at the general goal of teaching and upbringing — the child's assimilation of social
experience necessary for life and society and the formation of a system of values
accepted by society. There is an opinion that students who are not progressing should not
be distracted by anything other than studying. But this is not true, because it is precisely
these students who need to be helped to effectively use their free time. The above tasks
determine the main opportunities and directions of extracurricular work. In real educational
work, they are refined and refined depending on the characteristics of the class, the
teacher himself, and the general course of extracurricular work. The quality of an
educational event can also be assessed by the students' impressions. Their attention,
emotional flexibility, interest in what is happening, activity or, conversely, indifference say
a lot. Monitoring the actions of students, talking with them, conducting surveys allow you to
deeply assess the effectiveness of the work done. It is advisable to systematically discuss
the state and results of extracurricular and extracurricular work at pedagogical councils
and methodological associations. It is also advisable to involve students in assessing the
educational event, for this purpose you can use school radio, wall newspapers,
exhibitions. The results of such forms of work require extensive discussion in the
collective, such as competitions, contests, contests, monthly, etc. Some forms of
extracurricular activities: Evenings are a form of summing up the results of annual class
work or a circle. Together with the teacher, students think over the program of the evening,
the type of work and games in more detail. They select material for the evening. For
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example: historical information, rebuses, sophisms, charades, crosswords, questions for
the quiz; prepare the necessary models, posters, slogans, and also the class. Such an
event has a very important educational meaning: firstly, students fight together for the
honor of their class; secondly, this competition develops in students the patience and
determination necessary for victory. A quiz is a kind of game. It is convenient to hold a
quiz in a circle or as a competition between individual classes (outside the lesson). The
tasks prepared for the quiz should be visually appealing, not requiring writing, and often
easy to solve mentally. The questions read according to the program in the lesson are
usually not interesting for a quiz. You can introduce your own questions related to history
into the quiz. Humorous questions are also introduced into the quiz. Quizzes can be
devoted to any topic as a whole, although it is more convenient to organize mixed quizzes.

Meeting with interesting people is an important tool for the moral formation of the
younger generation. Such meetings can be part of class or general school or other types
of extracurricular work. In the introductory speech, the teacher should tell about the life
and work of the guests in order to arouse the interest of students, and in the conclusion, it
IS necessary to summarize everything that was said and thank those who participated.
Business games are an active method of teaching, in which the object of study or the
actual actions of students are perceived or decided by imagining them. The plot of
business games with children is usually not complicated, it can take the form of an
organizational seminar. Business games organized in extracurricular work are a promising
direction. Such games teach to organize one's own actions, improve business relations
with peers, and enter into collegian relations with adults. Especially valuable are joint
business games with students and adults (teachers, parents). Business games should be
designed for a specific age group, taking into account the psycho physiological
characteristics of students. The following four types of business games that can be used in
extracurricular work can be distinguished: — large—scale (several classes) and long—term
(several months) business games; — games based on the analysis of specific information;
— short—term business games in which the whole class is engaged; — table—top business
games. Disputes are a question and answer game between classes. During a dispute,
more difficult questions are asked first. It is very important to ask questions on the material
of the dispute. The content of these questions is decided depending on the goals set for
the dispute. The most important of such goals is to review the educational materials of
previous academic years.
