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THE ROLE OF MEDIA IN SHAPING PUBLIC PERCEPTION
OF KAZAKHSTAN’S FOREIGN POLICY

Abstract

This research paper examines the role of media in shaping public
discourse of Kazakhstan image in the global politics. In delves into the question of
how media channels — both domestic and international — portray narratives of the
state’s foreign policy. This study aims to compare and contrast the representation
of articles found in state — controlled and independent Kazakhstani media outlets,
as well as Western ones. Key research objectives include the analysis of the
framing of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy in both domestic and western media, as
well as the exploration of how media representation contributes to -either
reinforcing or challenging official foreign policy agenda. The given paper use a
qualitative content analysis mixed with comparative discourse analysis to examine
how Kazakhstan’s foreign policy is presented across different channels of media.
This approach allows for comprehensively understanding of the framing strategies
used in media narratives, enabling an in-depth study of the ideological and
political underpinnings of each media source. The analytical part addresses
following key issues: the character of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy, its role in the
regional interplay and bilateral, multilateral relations. Besides, more attention will
be given to language cues, metaphors, and imagery used to either legitimize or
question Kazakhstan’s foreign policy orientation.

1 Introduction

Significance of foreign policy perception in global politics

In recent decades, media firmly settled in the diplomacy, serving as a key player to influence
or gain attention. It is powerful enough to shape foreign policy discourse in international level,
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highlighting state’s strengths and weaknesses. The way how media portray particular state in the
news can change its image on global scale. Previous studies have shown that developed countries
utilize social media to promote nation branding through the means of shaped public perception,
while developing countries have not obtained yet effective strategies to improve its use. Thus, weak
government is lack of necessary tools, which makes it difficult to hold decisive role in addressing
global issues. Therefore, they are likely to be framed negatively by the media, stressing their
difficulties. Clearly, public perception plays a substantial role in building diplomatic rapport,
influencing how the state is treated in multilateral forums.

Since the Soviet Union dissolution, Kazakhstan has steadily maintained significant role both
in regional and global geopolitics. The possession of beneficial geological position has targeted the
preconditions for turning into a leader in the region. Several studies have been made, focusing on
Geopolitical Role of Kazakhstan, in this way Sahibzada Muhammad Usman mentioned the
powerful position of nation in her research. “Kazakhstan has strategic assets just as the likelihood to
satisfy transitional capacities, associating European and Eastern markets. From a political and
military perspective, Kazakhstan is a suitable place for merging in Central Asia with visions of
control of activities of international and territorial focuses of intensity.” [Usman, S. M., 2021:2]

Initially, Kazakhstan was one of the four states to possess nuclear energy in the Post-Soviet
era, but close partnership with the USA in the relinquishment of its power paved the positivity in
regards its leadership in CA. Nevertheless, the greatest success to its image was acquired through so
— called “multi-vector” diplomacy. This approach, which was implemented under First President
Nursultan Nazarbayev in 1990s focused on supporting strong and peaceful balance of power. “This
pragmatic movement has allowed Kazakhstan to integrate into the world community, promote its
national interests as effectively as possible, and create ideal external conditions for resolving
internal development issues, including economic: Kazakhstan is the undisputed leader in Central
Asia in attracting foreign direct investment.” [Kanapiyanova, Z., 2020:4]

Importance of media in shaping public opinion

Today, social media represents influential instrument that shapes public opinion through
diverse mechanisms. They not only facilitate communication but also create loud agendas, exposing
like-minded statements, reinforcing existing beliefs while filtering out opposing perspectives. Men-
tioned action often set public trends and shape attitudes on political, social, and environmental
issues.

At the same time, social media enhances civic engagement by enabling direct interaction
between citizens and authorities, helping to raise concerns and promote transparency. Movements
like “BlackLivesMatter” and ‘“SaveTheAmazon” show how digital platforms mobilize public
action. While the risk of disinformation remains high, efforts like fact-checking and media literacy
campaigns are critical in maintaining an informed and balanced information environment. Hence,
media remains a central force in influencing public attitudes and shaping discourse around both
domestic and foreign policy.

Research question

This research investigates the role of media in shaping public perception of Kazakhstan’s
foreign policy on the globe. It is dedicated to study how different types of media—both domestic and
international—frame narratives about Kazakhstan’s position on the global stage. The study addresses
several further questions on “What role do state-controlled and independent media play in shaping
narratives about Kazakhstan’s foreign policy?” and “What are the key differences in the
representation of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy in Western and local media outlets?”

2 Literature Review

Theoretical frameworks: media

Undeniably, studying the theoretical foundation of media is essential for conducting
comprehensive research. On the one side, it is television that translates a certain idea to audience,
on another side; it can be a newspaper that gives recent news to the readers. Today, due to the rapid
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media evolution, it became less clear whether media is an article from paper or news on social
network’s feed. Therefore, grasping the commonly accepted definitions of media has become a
crucial component of this study. With reference to the publication of “UK Sociology Center”, mass
media are channels of communication that involve transmitting information in some way, shape or
form to large numbers of people. [Livesey, C., 2011:6]. In this way, media basically formed from
the term “medium” which signifies a communication channel between someone who issue
information (sender) and someone who receive it (receiver). The concern over definition has been
discussed by a great number of authors in literature. For instance, the following studies stated ‘no
interaction among those co-presents can take place between sender and receivers’ (Luhmann 2000
The Reality of the Mass Media). This finding underscores the phenomena of media, which does not
have to be mass to be media.

Particular this research focuses on what today’s digital newspaper set agenda on
Kazakhstan’s external policy. The question that then naturally arises is “Are there any media effects
on agenda — setting within political reality?” The phenomenon of “agenda-setting” has been widely
observed. According to the agenda-setting theory, media organizations influence political discourse
by deciding which subjects and problems to cover in their newscasts. If published story is located
on the front page, people are likely to assume it as an important case to pay attention. Previous
studies have almost exclusively focused on the correlation between media and agenda-setting. Thus,
let us consider McCombs and Maxwell investigation on this issue. During their study, they were
able to divide media report into “major” and “minor” based on the levels of coverage. The news can
be regarded as “major” in case it has been published on front page of the paper. Therefore, after 100
respondents has been interviewed, authors concluded that it is true that media helps audience to
shape public opinion. Seemingly, this happens due to the nudging approach, encouraging people to
favor the top news on the homepage. To sum up aforementioned issues, it is crucial to consider their
own conclusion on that matter “The evidence in this study that voters tend to share the media’s
composite definition of what is important strongly suggests an agenda-setting function of the mass
media.” [Maxwell E. McCombs and Donald L. Shaw, 1972:8] In conclusion, if foreign policy is
featured in the news more than any other issue, the audience are more likely to think foreign policy
is the defining issue of the election campaign. This is the agenda-setting function of mass media.

Overview of Kazakhstan’s media landscape: state vs independent media.

In recent years, Kazakhstan made considerable breakthrough in media landscape, but yet it
is lack of press freedom, ranking 122nd on the RSF World Press Freedom Index. (Data from
https://www.freepressunlimited.org/en/countries/kazakhstan) Referring to the research conducted
by BBC, it reports that Kazakhstan’s media space is in the control of state, publishing pro-
governmental outlets. Below, the chart demonstrates various media presses and their nature. [BBC,
2025:11]

These findings (from Table I) indicate that state plays a dominative role, operating through
various media channels. They usually reflect official narrative; use it as a tool of influence.
Moreover, it serves as a support for the leadership’s international agenda. Hence, it seems that
public perception is substantially shaped by state-owned media in Kazakhstan. While pro-
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governmental outlines deeply ingrained in media landscape, independent platforms operate under
challenging conditions. They confidently highlight sensitive topics, addressing important issues to
the public. Due to critical reports that independent media provides, they face legal restrictions,
political pressure, and economic constraints. The government has been known to employ regulatory
mechanisms, such as licensing, fines, and defamation laws, to suppress dissenting voices or limit
critical coverage.

Nevertheless, the growth of digital broadcasting laid the foundation for independent
journalism with politically involved citizens. It is said that the character of the media tends to
determine the character of public debate in democracy. The media, which are seen as the agents of
information dissemination, therefore have a key role to play in promoting good governance. Thus,
media can enhance governmental transparency and promote good governance. Understanding the
nature of media landscape, whether it is state controlled or not, helps to identify how foreign policy
is framed and consumed by the public within the state itself.

3-4 Results and discussion

Analysis of media coverage in Kazakhstan and in the West

Media Narratives in Kazakhstan

Kazakhstan foreign policy is well — known for multi-vector foreign policy, which essentially
encourages the development of positive relations with all states. It has been a constant Kazakhstan’s
strategy throughout many decades. The specified policy is working effectively merely because it
mainly seeks to achieve balance of power between big military powers (Russia, China, the USA).
Consequently, the main interest is focused on the stability, security and trade partnership. Kazakhstani
media publishes articles on such topics as strengthening bilateral relations, building rapport, active
participation in multilateral conferences, attraction foreign investments and the analysis of state’s
geopolitical situation. To demonstrate, we studied news feed in large broadcasting platform
“Tengrinews”. Tengrinews consistently covers Kazakhstan's foreign policy, emphasizing its balanced,
independent, and pragmatic approach. As follows, the article “SWP: Ukrainian conflict gives
Kazakhstan new impetus” highlights new opportunities for Kazakhstan political development. The
given report transmits information about German think tank SWP (Stifiung Wissenschaft und Politik)
included Kazakhstan in its list of global middle powers, alongside Turkey, Israel, and India, which
underline the growing EU interest in Central Asia, especially in Kazakhstan. Data also revealed a
significant summary about Kazakhstan image in the EU “Kazakhstan is increasingly seen in the EU as
a sovereign, diplomatically skilled, and responsible international actor. The foreign visits and
international initiatives led by President Tokayev have helped reinforce this image.” [TengriNews,
2024: 14]. Besides, it also highlights main summaries from international conferences. For example
speech of Deputy Foreign Minister Roman Vassilenko explained Kazakhstan’s foreign policy using
the metaphor of a Kazakh yurt — a home without corners — to illustrate the country’s non-
confrontational, balanced, and pragmatic approach. [TengriNews, 2024:15]

The findings highlight the complex interplay between media, politics, and public opinion.
Understanding this dynamic is essential not only for assessing the effectiveness of Kazakhstan’s
foreign policy communication but also for recognizing the broader implications of media influence
in global contexts. Continued research in this field is vital to uncover how information ecosystems
shape national identity, external engagement, and public trust in an increasingly connected world.

Media Narratives in Western media

Kazakhstan is not only geopolitically important actor, but also it is attractive partner for the
West world. The way how western media covers Kazakhstan’s foreign policy is highly significant
for the image and partnership between them. In general, main discourse is shaped by a combination
of strategic interest, concerns over human rights and freedom of speech. In this chapter, the
discussion will focus on internationally recognized western media outlets as BBC, Deutsche Welle
(DW) and ForeignPolicy.com and how they frame Kazakhstani external policy.
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During the given research, 36 BBC articles were examined in the period of April 2025 —
January 2022. This period was taken because of the considerable change not only in the world
politics, but also it coincides with Kazakhstan domestic restructure. To conduct the investigation
statistically, we calculated the summary of all articles (7able 2). Our data suggest that main focus of
BBC concerned highly sensitive topics as media, culture and society. On the one side, it emphasized
positive development in cultural enlightenment, reporting the “World Nomad Games”. On the other
hands, it underscored nation’s social difficulties such as domestic violence or restricting freedom of
expression. Surprisingly, only 14% of the news focused on Kazakhstan’s strategic significance, which
may partly be due to the rise in domestic issues over the past three years. Because we were interested
in external affairs, we considered only articles that sum ups 14% (Energy, Technology and Economy).

Let us consider two outlines named “Why France's Emmanuel Macron is courting Central
Asia” and “McDonald's leaves Kazakhstan over supply shortages”. While, the first one tells the
readers about Kazakh’s market vulnerability particularly to Russia, because the market is not
resilient enough to overcome absorb supply shock tied to global events. “McDonald's is thought to
have banned its local franchisee from procuring burgers from Russian suppliers” was noted in the
message. [BBC, 2023:16] According to the given information, BBC represents how Kazakhstan is
trying to diversify its market; however it faces challenges due to bureaucracy, and historic ties to
Russia. The next article stresses the diplomatic partnership between Kazakhstan and France that is
based on the “uranium demand-supply question”. “During a press conference in Wednesday
Kazakhstan President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev praised France as a "key and reliable partner"”. Mr
Macron returned the compliment, thanking Mr Tokayev for abiding by Western sanctions on
Russia. ”[BBC, 2023:17] This report showcases the positive tendency between European countries
and Central Asia, where Kazakhstan is portrayed as a "key and reliable partner" of France. The
article highlights mutual interest: France wants uranium and influence; Kazakhstan wants nuclear
expertise and education. However, Kazakhstan is described as authoritarian government, which
gives us a sense of criticism from western side. Surely, it puts a crimp into nation branding, but on
the other hand it might enhance political system.

BBC outlines

To carry out this research, 31 DW articles were analyzed. The selected period, from January
2022 to April 2025, is the same as in the BBC study. Even though DW presented less reviews about
Kazakhstan, the number of topics on its foreign policy was even broader. Thus, the data reveals
significant differences in both discussions. 7Table 3 below displays the sorted news. The first review,
named “EU hones in on Central Asia in race for raw materials”, is considering resource partnership
between Europe and Central Asia. [DW, 2025:18] Here, Kazakhstan is described as a strategic
partner for the EU. Their engagement in infrastructure development and sustainability make this
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cooperation even stronger. Moreover, it highlights Kazakhstani multi vector policy as an advantage
in balancing relations between global players such as Russia and China. “The European Institute for
Asian Studies (EIAS) noted that the potential for production expansion is significant. Kazakhstan
currently produces 19 of the EU's 34 critical raw materials and is poised to expand to 21” — the
given information show that Kazakhstan performs as significant raw materials supplier to European
countries. After that, the succeeding article suggests assumption regarding Kazakhstan’s balancing
act between EU and Russia “Kazakhstan's balancing act between the EU and Russia”. It not only
examines the role of the state in such complex geopolitical landscape, but also explores a question
«Can Astana seize the moment without angering Moscow?” [DW, 2022:19] highlights its challen-
ged position. Moreover, its neutral policy and multi-vector approach were presented effectively, as
illustrated by a quote from Foreign Minister, Vassilenko “We are not pro-Russian, we are not pro-
Chinese, we are not pro-Western. We are pro-Kazakh”. This also exemplifies that Kazakhstan is not
choosing particular side in ongoing geopolitical rivalries. Even though, Kazakhstan’s abstention
from taking clear stance on Russian-Ukraine war has not been received positively, the government
shows its strong commitment to the International Law and territorial integrity. Another point of
criticism concerns the state’s economic dependence on Russian energy export pipelines. While
Kazakhstan views the EU as its largest trading partner and investors, this partnership faces certain
constraints due to aforementioned dependence. In general, the article frames Kazakhstan positively,
specifying its relevance in not only regional, but also in global economic development. The overall
tone is promising and it is framing Kazakhstan as a regional stabilizer.

E DW outlines

The final Western source is ForeignPolicy.com, a media outlet that publishes analytical
reports on international geopolitical developments. [ForeignPolicy 2023:20] The article
“Kazakhstan’s Leader Makes Neutrality an Art” gives slightly different perspective on Kazakh
image. First, in this case Kazakhstan is not just a state with neutral position, but strategically
pragmatic. It managed effectively the balanced strategy. Second, it faces criticism because of
transparency or human rights doubts. Overall, the article portrays Kazakhstan as more than a neutral
player; rather, it presents the country as actively engaged in addressing global issues. On one hand,
this approach attracts interest from Western actors, while on the other; Kazakhstan seeks to
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maintain stability in its relations with both Russia and China. Kazakhstan is framed as a neutral
but highly engaged player, attracting Western interest while still accommodating Russian and
Chinese interests.

Comparative Analysis of Foreign Media Coverage and local

From the short review above, key findings emerge: western media — whether European or
American — tends to draft Kazakhstan’s foreign policy as neutral, yet marked by significant efforts
to build strong ties with global powers while deliberately avoiding taking a side in geopolitical
conflicts. Kazakhstan presents itself as a state that deeply committed to international law, territorial
integrity and sovereignty. From the provided results, it is clear that Kazakhstan esteem the EU as
reliable partner in trading and as a source of vital investments; however it does not mean that the
state turned its back on Russia because of the international sanctions. On the contrary, Kazakhstan
not only balances the bilateral relations with Russia, but also respects its current status. However,
the present findings offer critical perspective on this issue, considering it as interdependence and
obstacle to further economic development. Surely, Kazakhstan’s strong ties with Russia can be
presented not in a good way in media, however state’s geopolitical position requires balanced and
holistic approach in corresponding issue. Western channels often represent Kazakhstan as being
caught between East and West, democracy and authoritarianism.

Here we compare the results of the proposed western side and local media, which is
Kazakhstan side. During the investigation, following comparison can be mentioned: western
outlines often write in more analytical and critical tone and sometimes publish loud article titles.
For example, as it was reported in DW article Can Astana seize the moment without angering
Moscow? [DW, 2022:19] While Kazakhstan is more cautious and state-aligned in its reports.
Contrary to the findings of westward media we did not find open criticism in local media, which
can be explained by the reason that many channels are pro-governmental. Let us consider two vivid
examples:

1. Western outlet (DW):

“Is Kazakhstan misleading the world about firms fleeing Russia?”

2. Kazakh outlet (Kazinform):

“Kazakhstan becomes attractive hub for relocated companies.”

In the first case, it has a skeptical tone, while second highlights national, economical
progress in the economic sector.

5 Conclusion

This research paper explored how different media — Kazakh and Western — shape the
perception of Kazakhstan’ foreign policy. Based on the findings, many local channels are state-
controlled and that is why often promote positive narratives, while Western media offer more
critical approach, concentrating on Kazakhstan’s geopolitical balancing power.

Understanding the foreign policy is strongly correlated the way how media offers particular
narratives. However, the study has some limitations, including a small sample size, potential bias in
article selection, and the absence of audience analysis.

To stand confidently on global politics, Kazakhstan should consider how its image is
presented in the media outlines, because it’s directly influence on nation-branding. Moreover,
Kazakhstan could invest in the development of public diplomacy as it helps promoting values,
foreign policy objectives directly on the international scale. This is particularly important for a
country seeking to position itself as a neutral, responsible, and modern regional player in such
complex geopolitical interplay.
