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Abstract

The article explores the methodological foundations of developing digital civic and legal literacy
among adolescents. It reveals the key principles of organizing the activities of a class teacher in a digital
educational environment aimed at bridging the gap between traditional educational practices and the realities
of a digital society. The article describes a system of interconnected principles: value—based goal-setting,
modeling, distributed subjectivity, pedagogical expediency, and systemic reflection. It presents a sequence of
pedagogical design, including diagnostics, creating an educational context, organizing collaborative
activities, and conducting reflective assessments.

Modern education faces the need to develop civic and legal literacy among
adolescents, which is considered a key component of their functional literacy in the social
sphere. In the context of digital transformation, this task requires an updated
methodological approach. Traditional forms of educational work are insufficiently effective
in the digital environment, which has become a natural space for communication and
socialization among students. The theoretical basis for developing this approach is the
understanding of functional literacy as an integral characteristic of an individual, reflecting
their ability to solve life challenges in a sociocultural context. According to modern
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concepts, the structure of functional literacy integrates the skills of the 21st century: critical
thinking, creativity, communication skills, cooperation, and the ability to work with
information and solve problems [1, p. 6].

This structure is formed by a system of interrelated competencies: reading,
mathematics, science, digital (ICT), financial, cultural, and civic [2, p. 7]. Within this
framework, civic and legal literacy is a specific component that reflects an individual's
readiness to act consciously within the legal framework, protect their rights, fulfill their
obligations, and actively participate in public life.

Consequently, the formation of digital civil literacy can be defined as a purposeful
process of developing an integrative personality quality in students, which synthesizes
traditional civil law knowledge with competencies that are in demand in the digital society.
In this regard, the gap between traditional educational practices and the digital reality
poses a significant methodological challenge. The purpose of this article is to provide a
scientific justification for the methodology of developing digital civil and legal literacy
among adolescents, which integrates value, activity, and technological components.

Based on the above, the methodology of developing digital civil and legal literacy is
based on considering it as an integrative personality quality. This quality is a synthesis of
traditional legal knowledge and competencies that are relevant in a digital society. It
combines several interconnected components that form a holistic structure:

1. The cognitive component involves a system of knowledge about legal norms,
principles, and concepts that regulate social relations both in the real and digital worlds.
This includes an understanding of the fundamentals of constitutional, civil, administrative,
and information law, as well as awareness of digital rights and obligations (e.g., the right to
protect personal data, online copyright, cybersecurity, and digital ethics). This component
provides a meaningful foundation for informed behavior.

2. The activity component is expressed in the ability to apply legal knowledge to
solve specific life situations using digital tools. This includes the skills of searching and
verifying legal information online, drafting digital appeals, using electronic services to
protect rights (e.g., filing complaints through official portals), securely concluding
agreements in a digital environment, and participating in digital civic initiatives and online
discussions.

3. The value—motivational component encompasses internal attitudes, beliefs, and
motivations that shape an individual's relationship with the law. It includes a recognition of
the value of legal norms as the foundation of a just society, respect for the rights of others
in the digital realm, a willingness to voluntarily comply with laws, and a personal interest in
protecting one's rights and legitimate interests. This component provides a personal
foundation for law—abiding behavior and civic engagement.

4. The reflective component involves the ability to analyze and evaluate one's own
actions (or inactions) within the legal framework. It includes critically reflecting on one's
actions in the digital environment, analyzing their legal consequences, assessing risks,
and adjusting one's behavior based on the acquired experience and changing
circumstances. Reflection facilitates the transition from passive knowledge to a conscious
and responsible civic stance.

These components do not exist in isolation, but are in dynamic interaction. It is their
complex nature that determines the need for a holistic methodology of formation, where
the digital educational environment serves as a meaningful context for modeling civil law
situations, practical application of knowledge, and reflective reflection on experience. The
developed methodology is a holistic system of interconnected principles that define the
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logic of the class teacher's activities in the digital educational environment. The principle of
value—based goal-setting implies that any digital interaction should be aimed at forming a
specific civic value or legal norm. The pedagogical focus shifts from mastering tools to
solving socially significant tasks, ensuring the meaningful content of the educational
process. The principle of modeling is based on the creation and analysis of legal situations
in the digital environment that are as close as possible to the real-life experiences of
teenagers. Through the resolution of simulated cases, students learn practical
mechanisms for implementing rights and responsibilities, transferring abstract legal norms
to a specific life context.

The principle of distributed subjectivity redefines the roles of participants in the
educational process in the digital environment. The class teacher acts as a curator and
facilitator, creating conditions for equal interaction. Teenagers become active co—creators
of content, analysts, and organizers of digital activities, which fosters a sense of
responsible civic participation. The principle of pedagogical expediency requires a
conscious choice of digital tools that are directly related to specific didactic tasks. The
technological tool is subordinate to the content and goals of the educational process,
ensuring their effective implementation. The principle of systemic reflection ensures that
the acquired experience is systematically analyzed and documented using digital tools.
The organization of reflective practices through blogs, portfolios, and other tools facilitates
the transition from one—time actions to the development of sustainable competencies and
personal meanings.

The practical implementation of these principles is carried out through a sequence
of stages of pedagogical design, where each stage actualizes a certain group of principles.

Stage 1. Diagnosis and goal—setting. At this stage, the level of civic and legal
literacy among students is diagnosed, and their needs and interests in the digital
environment are identified. Based on the results of the diagnosis, specific educational
objectives are formulated, taking into account the age characteristics of adolescents and
the current challenges of the digital environment.

Stage 2. Designing the educational context. Value—based situations are designed,
digital resources are created or adapted, and tools are selected for organizing interaction.
Special attention is paid to creating a safe digital environment that promotes open
discussion of legal issues and the expression of different points of view.

Stage 3. Organizing collaborative activities. Students are organized to work with
digital resources, and group and individual activities are supported, creating conditions for
productive interaction. At this stage, the principles of authentic modeling and distributed
subjectivity are implemented through the organization of project activities, case studies,
discussions, and other active forms of work.

Stage 4. Reflection and evaluation of results. The final stage involves organizing a
reflection of the experience gained, evaluating the achievement of the set goals, and
adjusting further work. The use of digital portfolios, blogs, and concept maps allows not
only to record the results, but also to track the dynamics of the development of civil and
legal literacy in each student.

Thus, the presented methodology for the formation of digital civil and legal literacy is
a holistic system that integrates the value, activity, and technological aspects of educational work.
It provides a transition from the fragmented use of digital tools to the systematic design of
an educational environment where digital technologies become a natural element of civil
and legal education. The practical implementation of this methodology helps to bridge the
existing gap between formal legal education and the real digital practices of adolescents,
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fostering their readiness for a responsible civic stance in a digital society. Further research
is aimed at developing specific didactic models and diagnostic tools to assess the level of
digital civil and legal literacy.
