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Abstract

The lessons analyzed in the present article —“Writing a Story, Writing an Opinion Essay, and Things
You Didn’t Know About Space—implicitly and explicitly teach a wide range of values that extend beyond
language learning. These lessons promote values tied to personal growth, social development, and global
awareness, making them not only educational but also transformative. The authors share their teaching
experience, analyze the challenging issues and provide recommendations for their colleagues.

Introduction

The field of foreign language teaching (FLT) has undergone significant evolution in
recent decades, driven by advances in cognitive psychology, pedagogy, and educational
technology. Teachers today are tasked with not only imparting linguistic knowledge but
also fostering critical thinking, creativity, and cross—cultural awareness. To meet these
demands, structured lesson planning that integrates theoretical frameworks such as
Bloom's Taxonomy[l, 6] and modern FLT methodologies has become essential. These
approaches ensure that lessons are not only engaging but also effective in promoting
higher—order thinking skills and real-world language application.

The lessons chosen for this article were conducted by one of the authors in 2023—
2024 academic year in the School-Gymnasium of the Tobyl town. They werecreated
within the framework of the compulsory program but stood out as so—called «magic
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moments of teaching» [2, 147] because of a clear and strong emotional and cognitive
response given by the students. The analysis carried out by the academic author shed
light on the reasons of this highly desirable response of the students, speaking in favor of
the lessons’ structure and methodology. All three lessonsexhibit diverse methodologies
integrating creativity, critical thinking, and engagement. They align well with Bloom’s
Taxonomy of Learning,addressing various cognitive levels from basic knowledge recall to
higher—order evaluation and creation. The lessons also reflect principles of modern foreign
language teaching (FLT), emphasizing communicative competence, [3,18] task—based
learning, [4, 8] and integration of cultural and artistic elements [5, 86].

Methodology applied to these lessons can be briefly summarized around the
following terms: student—centered approach, communicative language teaching (CLT),
task—based learning (TBL),collaborative language learning (CLL),andproblem-based
learning (PBL). The core principles of CLT revolve around the idea that language learning
should be centered on communication. Two of the key principles of CLT include focus on
communication and use of authentic materials.

The primary goal of CLT is to develop learners' ability to communicate in the target
language. This includes not just speaking, but also listening, reading, and writing in ways
that are meaningful and contextually appropriate.

CLT emphasizes the use of authentic materials—texts, audio, and visual resources
that native speakers would encounter in real life. This could include newspaper articles,
conversations, emails, and even social media posts.Communicative Language Teaching
represents a significant shift from traditional language teaching methods, placing
communication at the heart of language learning. By focusing on real-life language use,
integrating authentic materials, and promoting student—centered activities, CLT aims to
develop learners who can communicate effectively and confidently in the target
language.All of these approaches and methods are recognized as contemporary and have
been accepted in the FLT paradigm as effective and highly productive. However, we went
deeper than just identifying the core approaches and looked into the efficiency of the
applied methods through the lens of Bloom’s Taxonomy of Learning and identified the
levels involved into realization of the selected lessons. Methods of materials collection
were observation, questionnaire, interviews with students and analysis of lesson plans and
students’ written assignments.

TBL contrasts with traditional, form—focused approaches by emphasizing
meaningful language use through engaging tasks. A «task» in this context is an activity
that requires learners to use language to achieve a specific outcome, often mirroring real—
world situations.Tasks often require students to think critically, solve problems, and
collaborate with others, fostering these essential 21st—century skills alongside language
learning.TBL is inherently learner—centered, as it requires students to take an active role in
their learning. Tasks are designed to promote collaboration, problem—solving, and critical
thinking, allowing students to engage with the language in a way that is meaningful to
them.

Lessons’ procedure description

Lesson 1: Grade 10, Topic «Writing a Story»

The lesson focuses on writing a story, beginning with a collaborative storytelling
activity where each student contributes one sentence to continue a narrative initiated by
the teacher: «Once upon a time, there lived a beautiful princess.» After completing the
story, the class collectively analyzes its structure and adherence to storytelling
conventions. They assess its strengths and weaknesses by reflecting on essential
elements like plot development, use of tenses, and descriptive language. Following this
evaluation, students write their own individual stories, applying the insights gained during
the analysis.
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The teacher invites students to stand in a circle and compose a story, each student
must continue the sentence started by the teacher: Once upon a time there lived a
beautiful princess.

Each student completes 1 sentence. After finishing the story, the students go to the
place and the teacher asks to read and analyze the tips for writing astory. Students read
the rules and analyze what had happened and what had not worked. Why didn't it work?

1. Stories can be real or imaginary (conclusion: our story is imaginary: about a
princess)

2. Stories can be in first or third person(our story is in third person)

3.Before we start writing a story, we decide on the type of the story, the main
characters and the plot(we didn’'t do that, we only decided on the main character— the
princess)

4.In the first paragraph, we have to set the scene (when/where it happened, main
characters, weather, what happened first). We didn’t do that!

5.In the main paragraph, we should describe the events in the order they happened
leading to the climax event) we didn’t do that; our story was presented as separate
sentences. It didn’t have the climax event.

6.In the final paragraph, we have to write what happened in the end and how the
character(s) felt. We finished the story andtold each other how the character(s) felt.

7.Past tenses are often used in writing the stories. Students did that, but they noted
that few adjectives and adverbs were used and go linkers were used at all.

After analyzing all the pros and cons, the students started to write their story.

Lesson 2: Grade 11, Topic «Writing an opinion essay»

This lesson focuses on teaching students how to write an opinion essay using the
OREO framework: Opinion, Reasons, Evidence (Examples), and Opinion (Restated). The
teacher begins by writing the acronym «OREO» on the board and engaging students in a
brainstorming session about what the words evokes. After connecting the acronym to the
lesson topic, students are guided to create an acrostic poem to better understand and
internalize the OREO structure. Following this introduction, students are tasked with
writing their own opinion essays, applying the framework to ensure their arguments are
logically organized and well-supported.

Teacherwrites the abbreviation on the blackboard and asks students what comes to
their mind when they hear the words OREO,(students’ answer)

—How does this words relate to the topic of our lesson?

Students’ answers.

The topic of the lesson is Writing an opinion essay and OREO helps us do that
correctly and easily.

Teacher asks Ss to make up an acropoem and follow it while writing an opinion
essay

O- opinion

R-reasons

E—evidence(examples)

O-opinion (restated)

Conclusion: writing an opinion essay can be as pleasant as eating OREO

Lesson 3: Grade 10, Topic «Things You Didn’t Know About Space «

The teacher divides the class into groups and plays excerpts from Gustav Holst’s
orchestral suite The Planets for each group. Students listen to the music and imagine a
setting where an event might occur, considering the type of people who might inhabit such
a place and the activities they might engage in. While listening, students take notes,
discuss their interpretations within their groups, and share their ideas.
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The teacher then facilitates a discussion, asking students how the musical pieces
could be connected to the theme of the lesson. Students propose various interpretations
based on their listening experiences.

Subsequently, the teacher introduces Gustav Holst, a British composer born in
1874, known for his remarkable orchestral suite The Planets. This compaosition, written
between 1914 and 1916, predates modern astronomical imaging of our solar system. Holst
imbued each movement with a unique character, reflecting his imaginative interpretation of
the planets. Each movement is named after a planet and its associated traits, as Holst
envisioned them:

Mars: The Bringer of War

Venus: The Bringer of Peace

Mercury: The Winged Messenger

Jupiter: The Bringer of Jollity

Saturn: The Bringer of Old Age

Uranus: The Magician

Neptune: The Mystic

Students then analyze and compare their imagined ideas with Holst’'s
interpretations. They find that their initial impressions often align closely with the
characteristics Holst associated with the planets.

To deepen their understanding, the teacher provides a table for students to
complete, where they link each planet to its character and musical features based on their
observations (see Table 1):

Mars War Aggressive , loud
Venus Peace Slow, smooth
Mercury Flying messenger Quick, jumpy
Jupiter Joy Fast ,loud, happy

Uranus Magician Loud, scary, playful
Neptune Mystic Very quiet ,spooky

Finally, the teacher introduces a mnemonic to help students remember the order of
the planets:»My Very Excellent Mother Just Sent Us Nine Pizzas.»

Comprehensive analysis of the lessonswas carried out from three perspectives:
Bloom's Taxonomy of Learning, FLT methods applied in the lesson and Values that are
instilled in the students.Analyzing all three lessons allows us to highlight their diversity in
content, cognitive focus, and teaching methodologies. The lessons reflect progressive
difficulty aligned with Bloom’s hierarchy, with a focus on creativity and higher—order
thinking.Modern FLT approaches, such as CLIL, multi-sensory learning, and constructivist
methods, are skillfully incorporated. There’s a strong emphasis on critical thinking and
reflection, vital for deeper learning.The lessonsaddress different age groups, skills
(storytelling, essay writing, creative thinking), and approaches (task—based, cultural
integration).

Lesson 1: Writing a Story (10th Grade)

Bloom's Taxonomy Analysis. We believe that five out of six levels of Bloom’s
Taxonomy were realized in the course of the lesson: Remembering — Students recall basic
storytelling elements, such as tenses, story types, and structure.Understanding — They
analyze what worked and what didn't in their collaborative story.Applying — The
collaborative storytelling task demonstrates application of narrative rules.Analyzing —
Students critically evaluate their story against storytelling guidelines.Creating — The final
step involves creating their own story, synthesizing all learned concepts.FLT Approaches:
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Task—Based Learning — The storytelling task immerses students in a meaningful activity
that builds writing fluency.Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) — Focus on
communication and collaborative effort aligns with CLT principles.Constructivism —
Students construct knowledge by actively participating in storytelling, reflection, and
analysis. Values that are instilled in students include creativity and imagination, critical
thinking and analytical skills, communication and expressiveness. The lesson encourages
students to think outside the box and invent unique narratives, fostering a sense of
originality and artistic expression, involves reflective analysis of the collaboratively created
story to identify strengths and areas for improvement.

Lesson 2: Writing an Opinion Essay (11th Grade)

Bloom's Taxonomy Analysis:Remembering — The OREO framework activates prior
knowledge.Understanding — Students comprehend the purpose and structure of opinion
essays.Applying — Creating an acrostic poem encourages students to internalize and apply
the OREO structure.Analyzing — Students relate OREO to essay structure, fostering
deeper understanding of argumentation. Creating — Writing an essay involves synthesis of
ideas into a cohesive piece. FLT Approaches:Task—Based Learning (TBL) — Using the
OREO framework for essay writing introduces a practical and engaging task.Scaffolding —
The teacher scaffolds learning by simplifying essay structure into manageable
components.Cognitive Code Learning — Students focus on the logical organization of
thoughts, crucial for essay writing.Values that are instilled in studentsare critical thinking
and analytical skills, collaboration and teamwork, brainstorming and peer review in writing
an opinion essay, students learn to respect diverse perspectives, negotiate ideas, and
work together toward a common goal. The lesson teaches students to form reasoned
opinions, support them with evidence, and evaluate the strength of their arguments. It is
also directed at the development of students’ perseverance and problem—solving as it
teaches them to approach complex tasks (e.g., formulating arguments) systematically,
breaking them into smaller, manageable steps.

Lesson 3: Things You Didn’t Know About Space (10th Grade)

Bloom's Taxonomy Analysis:Remembering — Students recall prior knowledge of the
planets and Holst's music. Understanding — They relate musical elements to planetary
characteristics, connecting abstract ideas. Applying — Listening to music and imagining
settings applies auditory input to creative visualization.Analyzing — Comparing their
interpretations with Holst’'s movements requires higher—order thinking. Evaluating —
Students assess the accuracy and creativity of their initial ideas.Creating — Completing a
table and mnemonic to remember planetary order fosters creative engagement. FLT
Approaches: CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) — Integrating astronomy
and music fosters cross—disciplinary learning. Multi-Sensory Learning — The use of music
as a sensory stimulus enhances engagement and understanding. Cultural Awareness —
Exploring Holst's work deepens students’ appreciation for cultural and artistic
achievements.

Values analysis shows that the lesson contributes to students’ creativity and
imagination development, as it promotes creative thinking through music—inspired
visualization, blending abstract concepts with personal interpretation. This leads to cultural
appreciation as introducing students to Holst's The Planets, the lesson enriches their
cultural literacy and exposes them to the interplay between art and meaning.
Understanding how music reflects planetary traits fosters a deeper appreciation for the arts
and their role in human expression.Another important value of the lesson is critical thinking
and analytical skillssince it requires students to critically interpret music, connect it to
planetary symbolism, and compare their ideas with Holst’s artistic interpretations.
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Challenges and solutions

While the lesson on «Things You Didn’t Know About Space» is innovative and
engaging, it presents several challenges that could impact its effectiveness for all learners.
These challenges stem from the abstract nature of the activities, varied student
capabilities, and the balance between creativity and language development. The first and
most challenging issue is the abstract nature of the task. The lesson heavily relies on
students’ ability to imagine settings and characters inspired by music. While this fosters
creativity, it was difficult for students who prefer concrete or structured tasks. Some
learners struggled to visualize abstract concepts like planetary characteristics based solely
on auditory stimuli.Another challenge lies in cultural and personal bias: the interpretation of
music and planetary symbolism can vary widely depending on students’ cultural
backgrounds or personal experiences. This variability made it harder for some students to
relate their ideas to Holst’s intended meanings or to align their interpretations with group
discussions.Limited musical literacy of a number of students without prior exposure to
music theory or an understanding of how music conveys emotion might struggle to analyze
and interpret Holst's work made it difficult to identify connections between musical
elements (e.g., tempo, dynamics) and the symbolic meanings of the planets, which, in its
turn, led to unequal engagement. Students who are more musically inclined dominated
discussions and felt more confident in their contributions, while others disengaged due to a
lack of familiarity or comfort with interpreting music.

Recommendations

To address these challenges, or similar ones we suggest colleagues considering
the following strategies:

1.Provide Scaffolding: Offer guiding questions and structured templates to help
students interpret the music and describe their ideas more effectively.

2.Integrate Visual Supports: Use images, videos, or charts alongside the music to
support visual learners and reduce the abstract nature of the task.

3.Focus on Language Practice: Incorporate mini—lessons on descriptive vocabulary
and sentence structures before the creative tasks, ensuring students have the linguistic
tools they need.

4. Differentiated Roles: Assign specific roles within groups (e.g., note—taker,
presenter) to ensure balanced participation and clearer group dynamics.

5.Flexibility in Interpretation: Emphasize that there are no «right» or «wrong»
answers, encouraging students to focus on originality and personal connections rather
than alignment with Holst’s interpretations.

Conclusions

The lessons analyzed—Writing a Story, Writing an Opinion Essay, and Things You
Didn’t Know About Space—reflect not only strong pedagogical frameworks but also a range
of educational, personal, and social values that contribute to holistic student development.
All three lessons include group—based components, such as collaborative storytelling in
writing a story, brainstorming and peer review in writing an opinion essay, group
discussions on musical interpretations in Things You Didn’t Know About Space.These
lessons promote cooperation, empathy, and the ability to thrive in team environments, and
underscore the importance of clear, purposeful communication—a value critical in personal
and professional interactions.By engaging in open—ended, imaginative tasks, these
lessons emphasize the value of creative problem-solving, which is critical in both
academic and real-world contexts.Together, these lessons promote a well-rounded set of
values that extend beyond language learning. They prepare students to think critically,
express themselves confidently, collaborate effectively, and appreciate the richness of
culture and creativity. These are essential for academic success, personal growth, and
active participation in a globalized world.
