Deviant behavior among youth is a pressing and complex issue in modern society
that requires thorough study and the implementation of effective preventive measures.
Youth, as one of the most vulnerable segments of the population, are influenced by a
multitude of social, psychological, and economic factors that can lead to deviant behavior.
Preventing deviant behavior in young people requires a systematic approach that involves
the combined efforts of educators, psychologists, parents, and society as a whole. Only
through joint actions can we create conditions for the harmonious development of
individuals, the prevention of antisocial phenomena, and the formation of a healthy future
generation.

On February 7, 2019, at a Senate meeting, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan
Kassym-JomartTokayev emphasized the importance of legal and moral education for
youth. Special attention was given to issues of violence, bullying, and harassment in
schools, which have caused public dissatisfaction. The President stated:
«We must recognize that cases of violence in schools are a failure of all government
bodies. Ignoring this issue is unacceptable. We need to identify the root causes of this
phenomenon and take concrete measures to eliminate the atmosphere of fear and anxiety
in schools. This is a task for everyone — teachers, parents, youth organizations, regional
leaders, and society as a whole» [1].

In the strategic program «Kazakhstan - 2050» the First President,
NursultanNazarbayev, also highlighted the importance of shaping spiritually developed
individuals and cultivating proper social behavior. Among the 10 global challenges of the
21st century, Elbasy stressed the need for a paradigm shift in decision—making, focusing
on social instability and the challenges of the Third Industrial Revolution [2].

A society characterized by digitalization and social change creates conditions where
deviations in the behavior of young people are becoming increasingly evident. The
education system and the teaching community face the pressing need to guide young
people toward proper social behavior, addressing societal issues and fostering morally and
spiritually developed citizens.

One of the most complex tasks of modern pedagogy remains the growing number
of children with deviant behavior. This issue has drawn the attention of both domestic and
international researchers but continues to be relevant. Deviant traits in children can
manifest at an early age, including restlessness, inappropriate outbursts, sleep
disturbances, aggression, and difficulty interacting with peers.

The concept of «deviance» in pedagogy emerged in the early 20th century. It is
defined as a deviation from social norms. Deviant behavior encompasses a wide range of
manifestations — from minor offenses and delinquent behavior to serious problems such as
alcoholism, drug addiction, and suicide.

According to I.S. Kon, deviant behavior is a system of actions that contradict legal,
moral, or cultural norms. Manifestations of deviance include immoral behavior, substance
abuse, violations of public order, petty theft, and other offenses [3].

Modern education must focus not only on identifying and correcting such deviations
but also on creating conditions for their prevention. Addressing deviant behavior in children
requires coordinated efforts from educators, psychologists, parents, and society as a
whole. Only a comprehensive approach, based on mutual respect, understanding, and
belief in each child's potential, can improve the situation and foster a healthier
environment.

The concept of deviant behavior in socialization was formulated by the French
sociologist Emile Durkheim. According to him, the phenomenon explaining social and
cultural factors is called anomie, which means a lack of order and regulation.

In modern psychology, the concept of «deviant behavior» is associated with the age
category, particularly adolescence. Adolescence is a critical period in a person’s life that
influences their future destiny. During this time, adolescents try to find their place in
society, form their internal sense of self («l»), and often experience feelings of nostalgia as
they transition from childhood to adulthood. Consequently, numerous psychological and
physiological changes occur during this period.

In adolescence, deviant changes in behavior may emerge, posing risks to the
individual, those around them, and even society. Adolescents often exhibit insecurity,
mood instability, and irritability. The sexual maturation process during this stage can also
adversely affect their psyche. Due to these reasons, as well as inadequate social
upbringing and a lack of parental warmth, adolescents may begin to display deviant
behavior.

The decline in adolescents' behavior can manifest in the following ways:

Conflicts with parents;

Difficulties and failures at school;

Connections with peers who exhibit problematic behavior, among others.

There are several reasons for the emergence of deviant behavior in adolescents.
These include improper family upbringing, being raised in incomplete families, school
maladaptation, low socioeconomic status, and a lack of moral and ethical values, among
other factors. Deviant behavior among children and adolescents is a complex and
systemic phenomenon, with both internal and external causes. Additionally, deviant
behavior is influenced by individual typological personality traits.

However, correcting deviant behavior in adolescents is a complex and lengthy
process that requires immense patience and perseverance. This work becomes effective
only through the combined efforts of professionals in various fields, including educators,
psychologists, social workers, and parents.

In some cases, seeking assistance from psychiatrists with a psychotherapeutic
focus may also be necessary. This is because children with deviant behavior often exhibit
symptoms of physical and psychological disorders. According to E.A. Lichko's research,
educators working with adolescents exhibiting deviant behavior should effectively apply
professional flexibility when necessary.

This means showing genuine interest in the adolescent’s life, sharing their sorrows
when needed, and understanding that emotional connections are often more critical for the
child than mere information. Therefore, educators should skillfully adapt to situations,
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shifting from open communication to control, from providing advice to leadership, and from
simply listening to constructive confrontation as needed.

When conducting corrective work with children displaying deviant behavior, the
following conditions must be observed:

Respecting the child’s individuality and showing empathy;

Believing in the child’s potential abilities;

Providing opportunities for adolescents to use their free time effectively;

Building trust and engaging in educational conversations;

Instilling moral norms and values in the child, among other approaches.

Every educator working on correcting deviant behavior should not only focus on
addressing a child's behavioral flaws but also contribute to their overall socialization and
ability to interact with society. Only then can the educator’s corrective efforts yield effective
results.

Deviant behavior reflects the level of deficiency in a society's moral and spiritual
development. Therefore, the goal of the modern education system is not only to foster
intellectual growth but also to enhance spiritual and moral qualities. In this regard, the
influence of the subject «Self-Knowledge,» which is taught from grades 1 to 11 in
secondary schools, deserves special mention. This subject serves as a key tool in shaping
the spiritual and moral values of children. Given that it is a relatively new field, it still holds
significant unexplored potential.

The unique feature of this subject lies in its aim to cultivate a spiritually rich
individual who embodies moral values and serves as a beacon of virtue. The teaching of
self—-knowledge is intended to help individuals overcome their shortcomings, excel
intellectually, and act as a unifying force that integrates national cultures. This is an
essential principle for educators to follow [5].

Through the subject of «Self-Knowledge,» we can raise individuals who are well—
rounded, spiritually and morally rich, loving, respectful towards one another, and highly
motivated to live fulfilling lives. The course helps young people define their life stance,
solve various problems based on moral principles, and develop a compassionate
relationship with themselves, others, and the world around them. As a result of self—
knowledge, youth are encouraged to help others, show kindness and care to their loved
ones, and live in harmony with themselves.

By getting to know themselves, students also develop sincerity in their thoughts,
words, and actions; learn to be proactive, responsible citizens; and exhibit patriotism and
creativity. Thus, the delivery of the «Self-Knowledge» course must be taken seriously, and
professional educators should be engaged in its teaching. Collaborating with school
administrators and social educators to organize charitable activities can also have a
significant impact.

Three main directions of social work with adolescents displaying deviant behavior
can be highlighted: diagnostic, rehabilitative, and preventive.

Preventive work involves measures aimed at preventing deviant behavior.
Diagnostic work encompasses methods used by social educators to correct deviant
behavior. Rehabilitative work focuses on restoring the life capabilities of children with
deviant behavior.

The process of correcting deviant behavior in adolescents involves various social
methods. Measures to prevent deviant behavior are carried out by social institutions such
as families, extracurricular activity centers (sports clubs, hobby groups, etc.), which aim to
enable adolescents to meet their needs in socially acceptable ways. Additionally, these
measures seek to provide timely professional assistance to individuals facing subjective
difficulties in life.
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As the saying goes, «Education begins in the cradle,» which means that a child’s
upbringing should start at the earliest stages of life, even from the mother’'s womb. Once a
child is born, the support and affection of loving parents and relatives are crucial. Treating
a child as «too young» and failing to engage with them while offering gadgets as
substitutes can lead to social withdrawal and health problems. Every parent must consider
it their duty to raise their child as a cultured, moral, educated, and patriotic individual who
values their heritage and native language.

Parents should regularly ask about their child’s interests, share conversations, and
ensure that the child feels they have a trusted friend and supporter in life. When children
enter kindergarten and later school, parental support remains essential. Adolescents who
do not feel warmth from their parents or teachers often experience loneliness and anxiety.
Active communication between parents and schools, as well as close cooperation with
teachers, is key to addressing the issues faced by «difficult» adolescents.

Parental support includes:

Focusing on the positive qualities of the adolescent's behavior;

Offering guidance and opinions to help prevent mistakes, and forgiving them when
they occur;

Building the adolescent’s confidence in their abilities;

Providing encouragement during challenges and always offering kind words of
support.

Efforts to address deviant behavior in schools should ideally begin as early as the
primary grades, ensuring children receive quality education and proper upbringing. In the
system of working with «deviant» children, moral education holds a significant role.
Therefore, collaboration between social educators and «Self-Knowledge» teachers can
yield better results [6].

It is evident that children in the «difficult» category emerge due to various complex
social issues. Thus, working with such children requires personalized approaches and
pedagogical methods. Strategies for working with such children include:

Establishing a trustful relationship between the social educator and the child;

Implementing state—supported social programs to protect the child’s childhood;

Maintaining constant contact with the child’s family;

Regularly updating knowledge about social protection measures and relevant
documents.

Among the well-known methods of diagnostic work by social educators is
observation. Observing a child’s actions and words during various activities allows for
identifying behavioral deviations. Systematic work helps determine if the child exhibits
abnormalities or inconsistencies and if individual work is required. Conducting
observations in natural settings—during games, lessons, and events—is highly effective.

Other effective methods include conversations, ethical discussions, interviews,
testing, and document reviews.

Conversations allow educators to delve into a child’s inner world, understand their
problems, and guide them toward solutions.

Interviews involve obtaining answers to pre—prepared questions to understand the
interviewee’s thoughts and opinions.

Testing uses standardized tasks, such as developmental, graphical, and associative
tests, with responses analyzed systematically.

Document reviews provide deeper insights into the child’s family background,
health, and other critical aspects.

In addition to these methods, tools such as M.Z. Druskiewicz's «Animal That
Doesn't Exist,» A. Assinger's «Assessment of Aggressiveness in Relationships,» and the
Bass—Darkey «Deviant State Identification» methodology can be utilized. Training
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activities like «What's Happening to Me?», «What We Love,»«Phrase in a Circle,» and
«Meet the Foreigner» also prove helpful.

When applied effectively, such methods enable skilled educators to better
understand the child’s experiences and circumstances. This understanding helps address
psychological deficits and integrate the child into society.

In today’s educational system, the goal is not merely to equip students with a set of
subject knowledge and skills but to nurture their personality through the development of
learning abilities. This ensures adequate overall and psychological development of
adolescents.

It became evident from the responses of parents that they often do not pay
sufficient attention to this issue. The parental responses included statements such as:
«This is just a 'transitional phase,'««lIt will pass over time,» and «The child’s father says he
was the same at that age.»

To address this problem, awareness—raising activities were conducted. A
presentation titled «Children with Deviant Behavior» was delivered. A documentary film
about the pressing issue of fights among girls was shown. Additionally, a debate
competition was organized where participants discussed proverbs and sayings from the
wise Kazakh people.

The results of the study revealed a significant increase in the level of awareness
about deviant behavior among participants in the experimental group. Parental responses
to the questionnaire included statements like, «Deviance is a societal tragedy» and
«Children are our future,» reflecting an acknowledgment of their responsibility for their
children’s future. It was also evident that a close relationship had been established
between parents and the school’s teaching staff.

In conclusion, several effective strategies for working with adolescents with deviant
behavior have emerged. Firstly, the school’s action plan should include events specifically
designed for all students with deviant behavior. These events may include meetings with
talented individuals, free consultations, round table discussions, and charity campaigns,
where children with deviant behavior should be actively involved.

Secondly, there should be an individual work plan for every adolescent with deviant
behavior. Such plans should aim to eliminate negative factors in family upbringing, protect
children from the harmful influence of random peer groups, increase their interest in
studies, and identify activities that can motivate them.

The 21st century should become a unique era in human history, as it demands the
transformation of consciousness where individuals not only know and understand
themselves but also realize they are part of a larger whole. Proper upbringing of children
can only be achieved through the unity of the school, society, and parents, with systematic
and consistent pedagogical efforts starting from preschool. As the great scholar Al-Farabi
once said, in order for our actions to be correct, we must first determine the right path to
achieving them. Just as our wise ancestors advised, «Prevent illness before it appears,»
we must resolve any issue before it arises.
